1.  Recap Session

Sam has attended a ‘sexpert’ training session with CUSU.

2. Halfway Hall Photograph
Vid suggested that a photographer (Jet Photographic) should take a photo of the entire
second year. People will be able to pay for the photo should they want one. This was
supported by other members of the Exec.
A more informal photo of the Exec was discussed. It was decided that this photo should
be taken by another student, preferably after an Exec meeting once the evenings are
lighter.
Vid will organise the Halfway Hall photograph.

3. Photocopying
Ben explained that he is investigating an implausibly large photocopying charge (~£2000)
made to ECSU by College. He asked the Exec to notify him if they photocopy 100+ pages.
Ben will continue to look into the photocopying charge. The Exec will report large numbers of

photocopies to Ben.

4. Board Games
Sam reported back his research regarding the cost of Board Games. The Exec discussed
how the games should be made available to students. It was suggested that they be
available for hire from the shop; however the shop’s limited opening hours was thought
to be a disadvantage. It was decided that they should be kept in the “Wii cupboard” in the
Old JCR.
Sam will find out where funding for the games will come from. He will then purchase ‘Articulate’

(and ‘Scrabble’, should College provide funding).



5. CUSU Green Week
Aidan discussed plans for Green Week, which will take place during the week beginning
8" February. A basic bike-fixing service will operate, probably outside the bike sheds in
Chapman’s Garden, subject to clearance with the Porters. Ben agreed that basic
equipment (such as oil) could be bought with ECSU funds.
It was felt that a poster/leaflet campaign about ‘Green’ issues was not particularly
environmentally friendly. Instead, ROAR! Will carry a prominent ‘Green’ message that
week.
Aidan suggested that the bar serve a carbon neutral beer. It was observed that there may
not be sufficient time to order the product, and that the bar already serves local beer.
Aidan will organise the bike-fixing service and look into the possibility of serving carbon neutral
beer in the bar. Green Week will be advertised in ROAR! and “'What’s On?’.
The Exec will suggest other ideas for ‘Green Week’, and distribute Green Duck bags during their
shop shifts.

6. Upcoming Committee Meetings
Vid informed the Exec that there are several committee meetings taking place this week
(Library, Information Systems, Buildings & Services).

The Exec will raise any issues to be discussed at these meetings with the relevant Officers.

7. Chlamydia Screening
Charlotte passed on a message from Clem that the Chlamydia Screening in the Bar
should be advertised prominently. Sam reminded the Exec of the importance of the
screening programme.
Will and Tom will advertise, including putting flyers in Hall on Friday. The Exec will encourage
their friends, sports teams, etc. to attend, if only for ‘free stuff’!

8. ECSU Stash
Vid discussed stash with the Exec. There is a range of possible items available, which are
cheaper if a larger order is made. Emmanuel colours of blue and pink were most
popular.
The Exec will think about what items they would like to buy. This will be discussed at the next

Exec meeting.

9. Proxies for CUSU Council
Charlotte explained that, due to a clash with Halfway Hall, two proxies are needed to
replace Luke and Ali at the CUSU Council Meeting on Monday 8" February. Charlotte



and Tom volunteered to attend. Elliott is also available.
Charlotte and Tom will attend the Council Meeting. Luke and Ali will pass on any information

they receive about the location of the meeting.

10. Emma Ents

Following the successful Ent on Wednesday 27t January, Henry discussed the possibility of
the Exec working door shifts during future Ents. It is difficult to find students willing to work
the later shifts, and if duties were shared by the Exec it is likely that shifts could last only
around 30 minutes. There is scope for Officers working a longer shift one week and having the
next Ent off. Priority for earlier shifts would be given to Officers with 9am lectures on
Thursdays. This proposal was supported by the Exec.

Ents are scheduled on 10/2, 24/2 and 10/3, with the possibility of further events on 3/3 and
17/2.

Henry will bring a sign-up rota to the next Exec meeting.

11. ROAR!
Tom told the Exec about the newly created ROAR! Facebook group. He asked that

members of the Exec send him sports reports.
