63 Emma students prepare to spectacularly crash their boats

While most of you will spend this
week warming up your livers for
May Week, a large percentage of
Emma students are focussed on
something else: the May Bumps.

You may have wondered why
boaties get up at ridiculous o'clock
in rain, snow and thunder to sitin a
boat. Even rugby matches are called
off in icy conditions, and they're
supposed to be hard men. Is it
because rowers are just completely
hardcore? Yes, but also because at
the end of it all, they get to race in
the bumps, which makes up for it
all.

The whole point of bumps is to row
really really fast and to crash into
the boat in front of you. Yes, really -
you're meant to make contact. If
you hit them, you swap places with
them for the next day of racing.
Bumps is over four days, and the
ultimate aim is to 'bump’ up on each
of those days, moving four places up
the chart.

If that didn't sound ridiculous
enough... there are eighteen boats
in a division, each about a
boatlength and a half apart, each
chasing someone ahead of them.
The starting gun is actually a
cannon. A real cannon. They race
around three hairpin bends in 20
grand boats that are too straight to

actually go around three hairpin
bends. Each year, boats are written
off when they crash into banks and
split in half. Sometimes oars get
stuck in the water and helpless
rowers are ejected from their boat
into the murky waters of the Cam.

Emma has four men's boats and
three women's boats this year - all
have a chance to do well. Starting
positions in bumps are decided by
where we finished last year: our
first men are currently 12th from
top, and the women are 4th, which
means they have a chance at taking
the 'headship’ number 1 position. If
they manage it, they get to burn an
old boat and jump through the
flames. Yes, really.

The 4th men's boat is a novice boat
made up entirely of members of the
Emma rugby team. They did
extremely well to qualify for bumps
after just 10 trips out in a boat,
beating crews that have been
training all year. They will also be
sporting rather cool pink tie-dye
vests.
